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Behaviour Policy
All coaches and volunteers want everyone in our club to participate and enjoy themselves and we use the behaviour policy to support children to do that.
Our rules

1. Use kind words and actions.
2. Work hard.

3. Respect each other and club property.

4. Listen, look and stop talking when being given instruction.

5. Look both ways before you cross the track and only walk across the infield if asked to by a coach / volunteer.
If rules are challenged 

1. If a child challenges a rule, they receive a warning.

2. If the same child challenges again, they are sent to stand on the side/ sit in the stand/ jog (if cold) for a few minutes. 

3. The child will be spoken to by a coach / volunteer to say that we weren't happy with their behaviour because they were *state what they did / rule that they broke. They will be asked if they can return to the group and behave in line with the rules. 

4. The child’s parent will be told and reminded of the requirement to follow the rules. 

5. If we are talking to a parent often, we will decide that the club isn't the right place for their child at this time in their life. We will refund any money if necessary and ask the parent if they want to return to the bottom of the waiting list or if they want their data deleted.

Escalation
· If a coach or volunteer assesses a child’s behaviour to be more than challenging a rule (to be fully breaking it) the coach/volunteer can go straight to step 2 above. This will remove the child from the situation sooner and give them time to cool off / recalibrate.

· If the child does not do as asked when told to sit out or chooses not to join back in, we will call the parent and ask them to collect the child and say that we can only coach their child if they can behave within our rules, so sadly we cannot continue to coach them. 
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
